He is hoping to get the 2nd one in Wolverhampton over Easter. Adam has also played for Essex twice on board no. 6 in the U14’s against Kent and Herts and did well scoring 2.5 points out of 4 against much higher rated players. He played for Colchester adults C team and won his match easily and took part in the Bury Chess tournament where he scored 4/6. 

Joseph Boone has played for Essex 3 times on top board U9 against Barnet, Kent and Herts and won all 3 games. He also took part in the Bury Chess tournament and came 1st with 5.5/6 and in the Suffolk Junior tournament came third with 4.5/6.

Well done to Sam Brennan who did well at the Suffolk Junior tournament and was the only player to hold the overall winner to a drawer.

Well done to Cathy Xu and Nathan Dowrick who also did well in the Suffolk Junior tournament.
